Spelling Guidelines

. korc—Kkisgeneraly used before short e and short i in one-
syllable words, whereas c is generally used before short
a, 0, and u in one-syllable words.

. To pluralize many nouns ending with asinglef or fe, change
thefto v and add -es. Check the dictionary if in doubt.

. Add -esrather than -s to words ending with the sound of s, X,
z, sh, or ch.

. -ize, -ise or -yze —Most common words end with -ize.
Surprise, exercise and revise are the only common words
which end with -ise. Paralyze and analyze are the only
common words which end with -yze.

. -ary or -ery — Most common words end with -ary rather
than -ery, with the exception of cemetery and stationery.

. -ableor -ible— The suffix -able is more common than -ible.

-ibleis generally not added to awhole word (break /
breakable). -ibleisused to keep ac or g soft (eligible,
invincible). Since noticeisawhole word, -able is added.
Noticeable retainsits e to keep the ¢ soft. -ibleisused if
arelated word endsin -ion (collection / collectible).

. -le, -el or -al —-leis more common at the end of aword than

-l or -al.

. -enceor -ance — If the base word ends with -ent, -enceis

correct. If the base word ends with -ant, -anceis correct.

. -cede, -ceed or -sede —-cede is the most common spelling of
thisroot. Only three words end with -ceed: succeed,
proceed, and exceed. Only one word ends with -sede:
supersede.

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Spelling Rules

The following rulesin English spelling have very few
exceptions:

1. Theletter g isawaysfollowed by auin English words.
(question, quite)

2. English words do not end with the letter v. (gave, have)

3. When a one-syllable word ends with a short vowel and a
single consonant, double the final consonant before
adding a suffix beginning with avowel. (swim+ -ing
IS swimming)

In atwo-syllable word, double the final consonant only if
the word is accented on the last syllable. (begin + -ing
is beginning but épen + -ing is opening)

4. When aword endsin silent e, drop the e before adding a
suffix beginning with avowel. (make + -ing is making)
Keep the silent e before adding a suffix beginning with a
consonant. (time+ -ly istimely)

5. When aword endsin a consonant and y, changethey toi
before adding a suffix, unless the suffix beginswith i.
(happy + -ly ishappily, but hurry + -ing is hurrying)
When aword ends in avowel and y, do not change they
toi. (play + -ed is played)

6. Capitalize proper nouns.
7. Writei before e except after ¢, or when sounded like -ay as

in neighbor and weigh. Thisrule doesn’t apply when ci
is pronounced sh asin ancient.
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
